GRADING

* All lot grading plans must be based on a grading plan prepared by a
registered civil engineer in conformance with the City of Cherry Hills
Village Grading and Excavaticn Code. The plan must be submitted to
the ACC for review. Approvals must also be obtained from the City.
All necessary deposits required by the BMA and the City must be paid
prior to commencing work.

All building heights are measured from the natural grade elevation in
its original purchased condition. In no event will the Lot be raised to
increase the building pad height. If the Lot is excavated, the building
height will be measured from the natural grade.

For decks and patios, excavation or fill in excess of one half foot
from the existing pad elevation is prohibited in the front and rear
yard setbacks. This prohibition is not applicable to pool construction,
basements, subterranean parking, game courts and tree planting. -

Grading plans must include the following minimum information: existing
and proposed contours at 1-foot intervals, finished pad elevations, slopes
with elevations of top and bottom of slope, surface and sub-surface
drainage provisions with top of grade and invert elevations, retaining
wall location with elevations at the top and bottom of wall and locations
and mounting elevations for site objects such as planters, accessory
buildings, trellises, and walls.
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SITE PREPARATION

All demolition, clearing, grubbing, excavation, compaction and grading
must be completed within the Owner’s Lot area in accordance with all
applicable codes within the City of Cherry Hills Village. Stripping of soil
may be performed only with the permission of developer.

Community landscape areas must be protected during all construction
operations through the use of approved fencing or other barriers.

Adequate provision must be made to prevent any surface waters from
damaging excavations, public or private property, or excavated and/or
filled slopes both during and after construction.

A construction fence (chain link with dark green vinyl mesh) must be
installed around the perimeter of the Lot during construction. Portable
toilets and dumpsters must be screened within this fence.

Lumber, soil, sand or other construction material cannot be stockpiled
on the street. All disturbed areas must be reseeded with native grass in a
timely fashion.

SLOPE STABILIZATION

All slopes 3 feet or higher and 3:1 or steeper must be planted and
irrigated for slope stabilization in a manner consistent with the Design
Guidelines.

FINISH GRADING

Refer to the City Grading Code. Planting areas are not to be graded
when their moisture content is so great that excessive compaction occurs,
or so little that dust is formed and dirt clods will not break up.

Final grading of planting areas shall include light rolling, raking, and
hand work as necessary to achieve the desired contour and flow line
patterns and to insure evenly finished surfaces with proper drainage.
The final compaction of planting areas shall be 90 percent relative
compaction.

After completion of finish grading, the Lot Owner is responsible for
obtaining an agricultural soil analysis in order to determine required soil
amendments and fertilizers. The amendments must be incorporated to
the required depth according to the analysis. Any import soil used must
be free of weeds, harmful chemicals, hazardous wastes, debris and must
have a proper pH level. Import soils are subject to the above analysis.
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SITE DRAINAGE

Surface drainage of payed areas must be a minimum of 0.5 percent for
concrete sutfaces and 2 percent for rough surfaces such as stone. Pool
decks must slope at least 0.5 percent away from the pool coping toward
drain inlets. Surface drainage of landscape areas, as well as planted
swales, must be a minimum of 2 percent.

" Al drains must use approved inlets with appropriate grates. The mini-

mum slope for the drains is 1 percent. All drain pipe must be a minimum
of rigid poly-vinyl chloride, 1000 Ib crush strength or equivalent. Solvent
welds must be used to secure all joints per the manufacturer’s specifica-
tions.

A culvert is required where the drivéway crosses the drainage ditch. The
culvert shall be sized appropriately to accommodate the drainage flow.
The ends of the culvert shall either have a finished flared concrete end
section or-a rock headwall. Unfinished andfor exposed ends will not be
permitted. .
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SANITARY SEWER

Al lots will have to be analyzed by a Civil Engineer to determine if
backflow preventers are required on the sanitary sewer system.

IMPORT/EXPORT

Lot Owners are encouraged to have their civil engineers balance the
amount of soil, cut and fill on their Lot. In the event that soils must be

- imported or exported from the Lot, the Lot Owner will be responsible for
this cost. Times, methods, and travel of trucks on certain roads will be
governed by PWP.

Vehicle tracking must be provided by the Lot Owner to keep mud off
street during construction,

During construction of the residence, the owners of the Lot must provide
an adequate, designated parking area on the site for construction workers'
cars, trucks and trailers. No construction parking will be allowed on the
roads, common areas, or on undisturbed vegetated areas of the site.
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SWIMMING POOLS

Pool equipment shall be located in a manner which complies with the
Building Codes of the City of Cherry Hills Village. Location of the
equipment must minimize the impact of glare and noise on neighboring
properties. Pool design must be reviewed by a geotechnical engineer.

The pool equipment must be fully enclosed with solid walls and a solid
gate the color of which matches the house. Landscape screens or wood
fences are not permitted. Pool equipment must be ejther below grade or
set-back at least 20 feet from the rear yaﬂ property line.

In order to protect the lake and wetlands, special care must be given to
the discharge of pool water. The governing body is Wastewater
Management, a division of the City & County of Denver Public Works.
The document that need to be followed is “Standard P-4400-502" and
can be obtained from Wastewater Management (303) 446-3400.

( g’ﬁ PLANNING CONSIDERATIONS
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GAME COURTS

Game courts, including tennis courts and hardball courts, are permitted
on single lots in Buell Mansion, as allowed by city code. The Owner of
multiple lotsfsites may, however, construct a tennis or game court on a
portion of one or more lotsfsites pursuant to the approval of the ACC
and as per city code. Game courts must be depressed three feet into the Lot.

Fencing for game courts shall be dark green plastic coated mesh only.
Galvanized fencing is not permitted. Wind screens for game courts shall
be dark green. (Fence and windscreen color should approximate
Anmeritone color #1UM20A Basalt).

Lighting is not permitted on game courts which are recessed five feet.
Lighting standards are limited to twenty feet in height measured from
the finished grade of the court. Lighting standards must have internal
veflectors to minimize the spread of light outside of the court and meet
all City of Cherty Hills Village requirements.

No basketball backboard or other fixed sports appurtenance shall be
constructed or maintained without prior approval by the ACC.
